Biatty had ideas,
and then | had more, and in the end | could see&tow of little
change could create big change — change that Camis8 could
count on when grants and sponsorships didn’t calv¢he costs of
running Camp.

I'm doing a few small things, which any of us codld, so that | can
commit to giving Camp $200 this June, and $400dxt dune...and
hopefully more the next year!
